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Cameron Kitchin was appointed Director of the Memphis Brooks Museum of Art in 2008. Mr. Kitchin is a frequent speaker at national and state conferences.  He is a 2008 alumnus of the Getty Museum Leadership Institute and a member of the Association of Art Museum Directors.  He served as a facilitator for the AAM – Yale School of Management Executive Education Seminar in 2007 and was a member of the AAM Centennial National Program Committee in 2006.  He is past Vice President of the Virginia Association of Museums.

Mr. Kitchin holds a BA in Fine Arts from Harvard University and a Master of Business Administration degree with a concentration in not-for-profit and museum management from the Mason School of Business at The College of William & Mary.  He and his wife Katie have two young sons, Robert and Yates, whose passports already have stamps from Greece, France, Portugal, and Costa Rica in pursuit of their professed love of art, trains, planes, and pirates.
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
